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PeopleSoft Application Update Installation Instructions
This document discusses how to apply the update contents to your PeopleSoft application environment.  The objects delivered in this resolution update may include changes to batch files, data changes, database code revisions and objects, record structures, or PeopleCode.  

These instructions are intended for the expert technical user who is responsible for applying application changes to your PeopleSoft system.  This user should have a basic understanding of PeopleSoft systems and have completed the PeopleSoft Upgrade and Data Management training course.  Familiarity with PeopleSoft Upgrade Assistant, PeopleSoft Data Mover, PeopleSoft Application Designer, COBOL compilers, and structure query language (SQL) tools may also be necessary.  

For the latest information on updates and fixes for PeopleSoft applications, see Customer Connection, PeopleSoft’s online information resource.  Access Customer Connection through PeopleSoft’s website at www.peoplesoft.com.  

Important!  We recommend that you follow the instructions in the PeopleSoft Application Update Installation Guide when you apply an application update project to your database.  Failure to do so could corrupt your database and cause you to lose customizations that you have made to your database.
General Information on Installing Application Updates 

PeopleSoft application updates may contain database object revisions, data changes, database code revisions, and batch file updates.  

Code objects include database objects, scripts, DAT files, COBOL programs, and so on.  Code objects are generally delivered in a single archive.  The folder structure of the objects contained in the archive will match that of the folder structure on your PeopleSoft CD.  

Non-code objects include installation instructions or additional supporting documents for this update.  Non-code objects are generally delivered in a single archive, but may be delivered in separate archives if necessary. 

We recommend that you first install this update to your “vanilla” database (for example, xxDMO) and thoroughly test it before you apply it to your production databases.

We recommend that you run the Upgrade Comparison report against your DMO, test production copy, and production databases to identify any changes delivered in this application update that may impact any customizations that you have made to your databases.

Installing an Update for Applications Using PeopleTools 8.0x and Earlier

To install an application update for applications using PeopleTools 8.0x and earlier, open PeopleSoft Data Mover and run the script (DMS) to import the project (DAT) file into an empty, stand-alone application update database.  Log on to the application update database using PeopleSoft Application Designer and copy the project into your target database. Apply other object changes directly into your target database using PeopleSoft Data Mover

Installing an Update for Applications Using PeopleTools 8.1x and Beyond 

To install an application update for applications using PeopleTools 8.1x and beyond, log on to your target database and open PeopleSoft Application Designer.  Import the database objects using the Copy Project from Files command.  Apply other object changes directly into your target database using PeopleSoft Data Mover.

12.1 - U151733a.SQR 

This sqr process is delivered as part of the fix for Campus Community incident: 728632000 - A delete from SA BIO DEMO DATA3 pages blanks out the address but does not remove the address type label from addresses. 

The SQR identifies and corrects the ADDRESS_TYPE records in your database where the ADDRESS_TYPE field is populated with address type values that do not exist in the corresponding ADDRESSES record.  The corrections are only made based on the two magic address types defined in your Installation Table (INSTALLATION. ADDRESS_TYPE and INSTALLATION. ADDR_TYPE1 fields). 

The U151733a.SQR should be run via SQRW.EXE: 

· The ‘P’ option (Print only) generates a report that lists the IDs in your database with magic address type values included in their ADDRESS_TYPE record, but not in their ADDRESSES record. Only the installation address types are evaluated.

· The ‘D’ option (Delete and Print) updates the data in your database. It will update the ADDRESS_TYPE records for the IDs listed in the previous report. Once the update is done, a new report is automatically generated to list the IDs that did not get modified.

12.2 – U151733b.SQR – Optional

The following script was designed in response to incident 737685000: 

Incident 670238000 fix for SA8 SP1 Bundle #3 created an out of synch problem not updating PS_PERS_DATA_EFFDT and PS_PERSONAL_DATA.   The script is used to determine what data are out of alignment for records NAMES, PERSONAL_DATA and PERS_DATA_EFFDT. This script can be executed in two separate modes, Print and Update.

· The ‘P’ option (Print Mode) generates a report of the discrepancies between the Source record NAMES and records PERSONAL_DATA and PERS_DATA_EFFDT for the affected parts of a persons name.

· The ‘U’ option (Update Mode) updates the data in the database. The fields in the Source record NAMES will overwrite those same fields in records PERSONAL_DATA and PERS_DATA_EFFDT where a discrepancy exists.

Use SQRW.EXE to run this SQR
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When you run the script (either for P or U) you can find the report in your c:\temp folder u151733b.lis. Open the file using a text editor such as Notepad.

NOTE: When running the sqr on sqrw, you won't see any data/report appearing. You have to look in your c:\temp folder.

13n. Run Application Engine program SFA_IM06_TU1 for 2005-2006 Institutional Need Analysis.

· Launch a DOS Command Prompt window. 
· Enter the following command, using the appropriate values for dbtype, database name, oprid, oprpswd, and run control id:
%PS_HOME%\bin\client\winx86\psae -CT <dbtype> -CD <database name> -CO <oprid> 

-CP <oprpswd> -R <run control id> -AI SFA_IM06_TU1 -I 0 –DR N

· Drop the view PS_CC_OPRDEFN_SRCH using the appropriate SQL tool for your platform.  
This record has been changed from a SQL View to a Dynamic View.
Run audit reports to ensure that your database is clean. This will complete the installation of the PeopleSoft application update to your xxDMO system.
