Pennsylvania:  Occupational Privilege Tax becomes Emergency & Municipal Services Tax


Pennsylvania Act 222 of 2004 amended the Local Tax Enabling Act, Act 511 of 1965, to permit municipalities and school districts to impose an Emergency & Municipal Services Tax of up to $52 per year beginning on or after January 1, 2005.  The EMS Tax replaces the occupational privilege tax.

Local Tax Table entries previously used to store occupational privilege tax rates are now used to store EMS Tax rates.  The majority of Local Tax Table entry updates delivered in this tax update for Pennsylvania localities represent rate increases associated with localities adopting the new EMS Tax.

The COBOL program modifications delivered in this Tax Update 05-C reverse the program logic delivered previously in Tax Update 05-B (Report ID 1232891000), based on the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development’s latest clarification of the EMS Tax rules.  The Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development currently confirms that an EMS Tax deduction is required for each successive tax jurisdiction until the annual $52 limit is reached, regardless of each individual local jurisdiction’s tax rate.

In accordance with the latest instructions from the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development, with the COBOL program modifications delivered in this Tax Update 05-C, when an employee transfers within the calendar year from one Pennsylvania work location that imposes the EMS Tax to another Pennsylvania work location that imposes the EMS Tax, additional tax will be deducted from the employee for the subsequent work locations unless and until the employee’s YTD EMS Tax deduction has reached the annual maximum (currently $52).
