New Version of Standard 006 Canadian Cheque Specifications

New cheque specifications have been set out by the Canadian Payments Association in preparation for the transition to image-based clearing.  These new specifications are necessary to ensure that high quality cheque images can be captured, both for clearing purposes and for delivery to the clients, and to enhance processing efficiency.  PeopleSoft Payroll for North America will be delivering system modifications to comply with the new cheque specifications with Tax Update 06-B on April 4, 2006.  Banking institutions and cheque suppliers are aware of the impending changes as all Canadian business cheques must conform to the new specifications as outlined in CPA Standard 006, Part A by December 31, 2006. New 6% Tax Deduction for Employment Income in Québec

Effective January 1, 2006 an employee in Québec can claim a new deduction equal to the lower of 6% of the employee’s employment income for the year, or $500.  The pay calculation process was modified to account for this new deduction when calculating Québec income tax.  Although it is a reduction to taxable income versus an actual payroll deduction, the amount currently displays in the Tax Class column of the Paycheque Taxes page as ‘QC Dedn’.  The amount represents 6% of the employee’s income to a maximum of $500 divided by the number of pay periods in the year.  The deduction amounts are also maintained in the tax balances to track the $500 annual maximum.

GL Interface Processing

New views and translate values were added to the system to enable the setup of chartfield distribution data for QPIP expenses and liabilities using the HR Chartfield Distribution and HR Chartfield Keys pages (illustrated below), to facilitate GL interface processing.

Oklahoma Withholding Tax Changes for 2006


Tax Update 06-A delivers withholding tax calculation changes for Oklahoma for tax year 2006.  As part of their withholding tax calculation changes for 2006, Oklahoma is eliminating the Married-Dual Income status (Oklahoma value "B" in the PeopleSoft Payroll SWT Marital Status table), and is replacing this option with the following language in Packet OW-2 (Revised December 2005) at

"Withholding Calculations for Married Persons with Dual Incomes . . . Since Oklahoma married taxpayers are taxed on combined incomes, many married taxpayers do not have sufficient withholding to cover the annual liability.  If a taxpayer has elected the option of "Married," but withhold at higher "Single" rate on the Federal Form W-4, use the appropriate Oklahoma Single Withholding Table."

The SWT Marital Status Table entry previously used to identify Oklahoma employees who claimed Married-Dual Income status is made inactive.
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TAX516OK.SQR

To prevent employers from encountering problems when running PAYCALC if they have Oklahoma employees coded with the no-longer-valid Oklahoma SWT Marital Status of "B", a new program TAX516OK.SQR is provided to identify and update (based on their Federal tax marital status) the Oklahoma State Tax Data records of employees with Oklahoma SWT Marital Status = "B".

To identify employees whose tax data records need to be updated, run the program using Processing Option = Audit.   

When the program is run with Processing Option = Update, a new Employee Tax Data row will be created with the Effective Date of the program’s execution, and any future-dated rows with Effective Dates later than the program execution date will also be updated with the correct Oklahoma SWT Marital Status value of either “S” or “M”.  The program follows these steps in evaluating Employee Tax Data records to be updated:

1. If Oklahoma SWT Marital Status is not = "B" then no further action is required.

2. If Oklahoma SWT Marital Status = “B”, then evaluate Federal Tax Marital Status.

a. If Federal Tax Marital Status = “S”, then change Oklahoma SWT Marital Status to “S”.

b. If Federal Tax Marital Status = “M”, then change Oklahoma SWT Marital Status to “M”.

Nonresident Alien Employee Withholding Tax Changes for 2006
Internal Revenue Service Notice 2005-76 (published in Internal Revenue Bulletin 2005-46) mandated changes in the procedure for determining the amount employers must withhold from nonresident alien employees’ wages for services performed in the U.S. and how nonresident alien employees complete Form W-4 (Employee’s Withholding Allowance Certificate) for wages paid after 2005.
