NAICS vs. SOC codes for Wyoming quarterly reporting

NAICS = North American Industrial Classification System
SOC = Standard Occupation Code

Wyoming requires that a NAICS be reported for each employee.  In doing so, Wyoming is not using the NAICS codes as they were designed or intended to be used.

NAICS codes describe industry classifications assigned to employers.  These classifications are meant to describe the employer’s economic activity – e.g., logging, mining, food service, furniture sales, etc.

SOC codes describe the type of work performed by individual employees – e.g., clerical, food server, miner, salesperson, etc.

Employers may apply to the Wyoming Workers Compensation Division to be granted authority to use multiple additional NAICS codes.  For example, even though an employer’s economic activity is logging (NAICS industry group 113300), Wyoming may allow the employer to report its clerical office positions using the unique Wyoming-assigned NAICS code of 000010.  Since the base workers compensation rate for logging is 16.17 % vs. the clerical rate of 0.58 %, employers can realize a savings on their workers compensation costs if they are granted permission to use such Wyoming-specific NAICS codes.

Because Wyoming is using NAICS codes in this non-standard way, the NACIS Code field on the Establishment Table cannot be used for Wyoming quarterly wage reporting, because in standard usage, only one NAICS code is assigned to each Company.  As a result, TAX810WY.SQR must continue to use SOC codes for Wyoming reporting.  Because Alaska is the only other state that requires SOC information as part of its quarterly wage reporting, this means that if an employer has employees in both Alaska and Wyoming, a separate unique set of job codes must be set up for each of these two states.

For example, if an employer currently has Job Code A assigned to employees in both Alaska and Wyoming, then the employer can continue to use Job Code A linked to the appropriate SOC code for employees in Alaska, but must assign Wyoming employees to a new Job Code B, to be used only for Wyoming employees and linked to the appropriate Wyoming-specific NAICS code.
