The Reporting Medium previously identified as “XML” is re-named “Electronic”.  The Reporting Medium of “Electronic” is valid only for those states which require special processing or different formatting of files to be submitted electronically rather than on magnetic media.

State Quarterly Wage Reporting Run Control – Missouri
For Missouri, the choice of Reporting Medium determines whether or not the file will contain the “B” record, as required by Missouri reporting specifications.

Select Reporting Medium = Electronic to submit quarterly wage data to Missouri as an electronic file.  For electronic filing, Missouri requires that the file must not include the “B” record.  

Select Reporting Medium = Tape or Diskette to submit quarterly wage data to Missouri on magnetic media.  For filing on magnetic media, Missouri requires that the file must include the “B” record.

Willard OH:  In an election held on May 8, 2007, voters in the City of Willard approved an increase in the tax rate from 0.01500 to 0.01625 to become effective October 1, 2007.  Based on this information, Tax Update 07-C delivered a new table entry effective-dated 10/01/2007 with the new rate of 0.01625.  

Subsequently, on June 18, 2007, the City of Willard passed an ordinance reducing the current existing tax rate of 0.015000 by 0.00250, effective July 1, 2007.  As a result, a new temporary tax rate of 0.01250 is in effect from July 1 through September 30, and the new permanent tax rate effective October 1 will be only 0.01375 instead of the originally published October 1 rate of 0.01625.
Local Tax Table – Pennsylvania – tax rate changes

Tax Update 07-D includes updates to Pennsylvania entries in the Local Tax Table based on the latest data on the website maintained by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 3. The employee’s State Tax Data record for Wisconsin shows Special Tax Status = “Maintain Taxable Gross”, the WI WT4A checkbox is selected, and an Additional Withholding Amount is specified; and
4. The Employee’s Tax Status for IL = “None”. 

In the above scenario, state tax was withheld for both Illinois and Wisconsin, when state tax correctly should have been withheld only for Illinois.

Note the following special processing which takes place when state tax reciprocity rules are invoked in calculating withholding taxes for employees who live or work in Wisconsin and elect a flat withholding tax amount on Wisconsin Form WI WT4A:

When the reciprocity rule invoked is “Withhold 100% of calculated work state withholding on work state wages.  Reduce total resident state wages by work state wages, and calculate resident state tax on the reduced resident state wages.”

When an employee works 100% of the pay period in a work state that is not the resident state, state taxable gross and tax amounts are calculated only for the work state, and not for the resident state.  If the employee is a Wisconsin resident and a WI WT4A tax amount is entered on the employee’s Wisconsin residence State Tax Data page, the program will ignore this Wisconsin override and not deduct the Wisconsin flat tax amount, because there is no corresponding Wisconsin state taxable gross.
When the reciprocity rule invoked is “Do not withhold for the Work State.”

When an employee works 100% of the pay period in a work state that is not the resident state, state taxable gross and tax amounts are calculated only for the resident state, and not for the work state.  If the work state is Wisconsin and a WI WT4A tax amount is entered on the employee’s Wisconsin work State Tax Data page, the program will ignore this Wisconsin override and not deduct the Wisconsin flat tax amount, because there is no corresponding Wisconsin state taxable gross.  (This result is an exception that applies only to Wisconsin; if an employee has an override tax amount for any work state other than Wisconsin, the tax will be deducted regardless of whether or not there is a corresponding state taxable gross for the work state.)

	Report ID 1671974000 modifies PSPUSTAX.CBL to facilitate implementation of tax changes mandated by the City of Florence, Kentucky.  Effective July 1, 2007, the tax rate increased from 1.25 % to 2.00 %, and the annual maximum tax increased from $1,218.75 to $1,950.00.

For example, prior to the modifications, employees were not successfully reported by TAX960US.SQR in step 3 of the following scenario:

1. TAX960US.SQR was processed for all employees in all states.  The Run Control option “All employees” was selected.  The file was created correctly.

2. TAX960GU.SQR was subsequently processed for only employees in Guam.  “GU” was entered for the selected state field on the Run Control. The file was created correctly.

3. Finally, TAX960US.SQR was processed again for all employees. The Run Control option “All employees” was selected. Since the Run Control page still incorrectly reflected ‘GU’ in the selected state field, the program was searching for Guam employees instead of U.S. employees, and as a result, the file was not successfully created and an error message was generated: “No employee records selected”.
