Special Note – Pennsylvania Local Services Tax 

On June 27, 2007, Pennsylvania enacted new legislation (Act 7 of 2007, SB 218) which will change the existing Emergency and Municipal Services Tax (EMST) to a new Local Services (LS) Tax effective January 1, 2008.  Tax Update 07-F delivers product changes to provide new functionality required to comply with provisions of the new Local Services Tax for 2008.  Information on the new Local Services Tax can be found on the website of the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development at  

http://www.newpa.com/default.aspx?id=257

The legislation states that if the combined (municipality + school district) LS Tax rate exceeds $10, the municipal and school district tax must be withheld together and remitted to the municipality.  For this reason, as explained in the special note “Preparing for 2008 Pennsylvania Local Services Tax” included in the Tax Update 07-E documentation, the new product functionality to support the Local Services Tax will be implemented only for Local Tax Table entries representing combined LS Tax rates (municipality + school district).

All Local Tax Table entries for the Local Services Tax have the letter “O” in position 1 of the Locality code.  The letter “C” in position 8 of the Locality code indicates that the table entry represents the combined tax rate.  For example, from the list below, the new product functionality to support the Local Services Tax requirements is implemented only for Locality O430212C and not for Locality O430212M or Locality O430212S.

To prepare for the implementation of Local Services Tax processing on January 1, 2008, employers must ensure that for Pennsylvania Local Services (formerly EMST) Taxes, they are using only Locality codes that represent combined tax rates (“C” in position 8 of the Locality code) throughout their installation, including:

Tax Location Table
Tax Location Code on Job Data
Employee Local Tax Data 
Employee Tax Distribution

If you currently have employees set up with separate Municipality and School District Pennsylvania EMST Locality codes, you must convert to using the Locality code for the Combined tax rate beginning with the first payroll having a check date in 2008 in order to implement the new features of Pennsylvania Local Services Tax processing.

Prorated Payroll Tax Deduction

The legislation requires that if the Local Services Tax is levied at a combined rate exceeding $10, the tax must be deducted in installments based on pay periods, i.e., deducted on a prorated basis determined by the number of pay periods in the employee’s pay frequency.  When calculating prorated pay period deductions, employers are required to round down to the nearest one-hundredth of a dollar.  For example, a $52 annual combined tax rate is to be deducted at $1 per week from employees paid weekly, or at $4.33 per month from employees paid monthly.

Local Services Taxes levied at a combined rate of $10 or less will continue to be deducted as a lump sum from the employee’s first paycheck of the year in the taxing jurisdiction.


Only One Local Services Tax Deduction per Pay Period

The legislation states that the total Local Services Tax to be paid by an employee in a calendar year remains limited to $52, regardless of the number of taxing jurisdictions in which an individual works during the year, and that employees are not subject to the payment of the Local Services Tax at more than one place of employment during a payroll period.

In compliance with this requirement, the system will not deduct the Local Services Tax for more than one jurisdiction in a single pay period.  For employees with multiple jobs or who work in multiple taxing jurisdictions in a single pay period, Pennsylvania indicates that the “priority of claim” to collect the Local Services Tax should be as follows:


1. Where the employee “maintains his or her principal office or is principally employed”;

2. Where the employee “resides and works”; and

3. Where the employee is employed that is “nearest in miles” to the employee’s home.


For employees who would otherwise be subject to Local Services Tax deductions for multiple jurisdictions in a single pay period, it is up to the user to determine for which one jurisdiction the Local Services Tax should be actually deducted from the employee, and to structure the employee’s Local Tax Data so that employee has only one “active” Local Services Tax deduction setup for the correct jurisdiction.

(If you are required to set up Local Tax Data records for multiple LS Tax jurisdictions for an employee in order to clear Payroll Error 92 (“Local Tax Not Found:  The local tax record for the locality cannot be found for this employee.”), then you can limit the employee to one “active” Local Services Tax by setting all but one of the employee’s Local Tax Data records for Local Services Taxes to the Special Tax Status of “Do Not Maintain Taxable Gross and Do Not Withhold Tax”.)

If an employee has “active” Local Service Tax deduction setups for multiple jurisdictions, the system will deduct the tax for the first jurisdiction encountered in the processing sequence.  For multiple job employees with multiple “active” Local Services Tax deduction setups, the tax will be deducted for whichever job is the first one calculated in the primary PayGroup.



Paycheck Display

The paycheck description of the tax will change from “EMST” to “LS” as soon as this tax update is applied.  All other processing changes associated with the new Local Services Tax are effective-dated to begin with paychecks having a check date of January 1, 2008 or later.


Existing Functionality Unchanged for Taxes with Annual Rate = $10 or Less
The new Local Services Tax functions effective January 1, 2008 apply only to those jurisdictions whose combined tax annual tax rates exceed $10.  Existing functionality remains unchanged for jurisdictions with combined Local Services Tax rates of $10 or less, with the exception of the new restriction limiting employees to one tax deduction per pay period which applies to all Local Services Taxes regardless of amount.

Low Income Exemption

The legislation states that a jurisdiction which levies the Local Services Tax at a combined rate greater than $10 is required to exempt from the tax employees whose total income within the jurisdiction is less than $12,000 for the calendar year.

In order to receive an upfront exemption from payroll deductions for the Local Services Tax imposed by a local jurisdiction, an employee must provide the employer with a completed Local Services Tax Exemption Certificate.  To record the employee’s exemption from the tax, enter “99” as the number of Local Withholding Allowances in the employee’s Local Tax Data page for the Locality imposing the Local Services Tax, as shown below.
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Entering “99” as the number of Local Withholding Allowances will suspend deduction of the Local Services Tax from the employee’s paychecks.  If/when the employee’s YTD taxable gross for the Locality reaches or exceeds $12,000, then regular paycheck deductions of the tax will begin, and a catch-up lump sum tax deduction will be taken equal to the amount of tax that was not withheld from the employee as a result of the employee’s exempt status.

Once an employee is set up as exempt from a jurisdiction’s Local Services Tax for a particular calendar year, that exempt status should not be changed for the remainder of that calendar year.  If an employee’s exempt status is changed mid-year, the system will not take the catch-up lump sum tax deduction from the employee.

Because the $12,000 threshold for the low income exemption is now mandated at the state level by Pennsylvania and no longer determined by the local taxing jurisdictions, this amount has been coded in the COBOL program, and the script delivered with this tax update inserts new rows effective-dated 01/01/2008 in the Local Tax Table removing any existing Low Gross amounts from table entries for jurisdictions imposing the Local Services Tax at a combined rate greater than $10.  A list of the Localities updated with this change is provided in the subsequent description in this document “Local Tax Table – Pennsylvania” in the section listing U.S. tax table changes.
